Good suckler bred Continental steers coming from the
Hicks family were wanted and regularly 350-370p/kg but the continued dry spell
and lack of grass now beginning to show with cattle. Younger 16mo sweet South
Devon steers from Potticks Pigs for the local butchers trade to 347.5p/kg.
