A slightly cooler day saw no reprieve in the prices although the temperature was 
slightly more comfortable. A small entry saw a firmer trade on the week.

The Fuel duty rate on Red Diesel has been cut (as of 15 June)until end of year. This will 

help hard pressed farming businesses as fuel prices have jumped 55pc since the Middle 

East conflict began.. Hauliers will also get a 12 month road tax holiday...this will in turn 

get raw materials onto farms and produce into supply chains. The Poultry Sector has 

been particularly affected by increased costs associated with Specialist Bird 

Movements.
